ARTICLE I – LEGISLATIVE BRANCH

Article I clearly points out the powers and restrictions of the legislative or lawmaking branch of our government.

ARTICLE II – EXECUTIVE BRANCH


Article II presents the powers and duties of the President who is the Chief Executive.  

ARTICLE III – JUDICIAL BRANCH

 
Article III represents the most powerful court – the Supreme Court with provisions for lower courts to be created.

ARTICLE IV – STATES/FEDERALISM


Once the separation of powers had been assigned and defined among the three branches of government (gov’t), it became necessary to determine how the states were to interact and relate to each other.  

ARTICLE V – AMENDMENT PROCESS

The original creators of the Constitution knew they would have to provide for a reasonable way to change or add to it (Constitution), as society itself would change over the generations.

ARTICLE VI – SUPREMACY CLAUSE

With the separation of powers defined, the relationship among the states established, and the rules set for amending the Constitution, it became a matter of just making these few final general statements.

ARTICLE VII – RATIFICATION

The founders of the Constitution knew there was a need to determine how the Constitution would be approved by the states it would serve.
