Mathematical Grid Egyptian Portraits
The painters of the famous temples and tombs in Egypt followed a strict set of rules to create their works of art.  Your task is to create colorful Egyptian portraits following these same guidelines.

· Use graph paper.  

· Decide whether to make a seated or standing figure.  

· Mark and label your graph paper with the proper dimensions as shown to you.

· Next, sketch your figure in pencil.

· Once the pencil sketch is complete, outline the sketch in a permanent black marker.  

· Trace your outline onto white copy paper before coloring.

· Add details, an Egyptian-design border, and color your drawing.

· The background color will need to be a contrasting color not used on the figure.

· Remember to use flesh colors where appropriate.

Egyptian Portrait Grid Chart

1 square = the width of the fist of the figure

18 squares = wig line/forehead to the soles of the feet

3 squares = sole of the foot to the middle of the calf

3 squares = middle of the calf to just above the knee

3 squares = just above the knee to the wrist

3 squares = wrist or mid-figure to the elbow

3 squares = elbow to the shoulders

3 squares = shoulders to the wig line/forehead

2 squares = the face

3 squares = length of the foot

5 squares = shoulders to approximately the waistline
